doping angle. N
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4. The participation of entire contingent (including sportspersons, contingent officials,
coaches) except that of Chef de Mission and one Team Manager for Para Badminton will be at cost
to the Government.

5. Expenditure on participation of Indian contingent in Paris Paralympics 2024 will be borne
by SAI from the funds made available to it under the Scheme of Assistance to NSFs, as per the
norms given in Annexure-III.

6. PCl, Sports Authority of India (SAIl), National Anti-Doping Agency (NADA) and
concerned NSFs may take appropriate measures for conducting the dope tests. PCI may also ensure
medical fitness of the team/ individual sportspersons prior to their departure.

2. Section 9 of Foreign Contribution Regulation Act, 2010 provides inter alia that no member
of a Legislature, Office bearer of a political party, judge, Government servant or employee of any
corporation shall accept any foreign hospitality without the prior permission of the Central
Government. In case any team member is covered under the above Act, he/she should obtain the
prior permission from Ministry of Home Affairs before his/her departure to Paris.

8. For Foreign Exchange, PCI may contact any authorized dealing in Foreign Exchange as
per enforced rules and regulations.

9. Such of the team-members who might be Central Government servants are to be treated as
on duty (which include deputation abroad) in respect of this participation by the Department/Office
in which they are employed in terms of Department of Personnel and Training O.M. No. 6/1/85-
Estt (Pay-I) dated 30.1.1989. PCI should inform their Departments/Offices accordingly.

10. It is requested that Embassy of India in Paris and organizers of the event may please be
informed of the travel plans and itinerary of the contingent.

11.  Inview of the disappearance of some officials/sportspersons in the foreign countries in the
past, this Ministry is of the view that the backgrounds/antecedents of the members/officials may
be checked properly.
